AL ISLAH GIRLS HIGH  SCHOOL – SYSTEMATIC RULES FOR STUDENTS AND PARENTS

1. It is important to observe the rules and systems according to the prescribed rules of Al Islah School.

2. Students who want to attend Al Islah School from another school will need to bring their reports in order to register and a reference letter in some instances.

3. The Admission fee is currently £30. The school fee is currently £1300 per annum. Fees will have to be paid one term in advance. Cheque payments are accepted but should a cheque be returned unpaid an administration fee of £25 will be levied. It is of paramount importance that fees are paid on time.  Parents must remember that admission fees, once paid will not be reimbursed.

4. In the case of any holiday leave or when a student is absent for medical reasons or decides to leave the school during term time or any other reason, the fees will still have to be paid for the term. Paid fees for the term are non-refundable.

5. All students must report to school on the first day of opening each term or the Absence Policy will apply.

6. It is important for parents to give the correct information and emergency contact details. The school cannot be liable for any results caused by false information given.

7. Al Islah School is a registered school with the DfES and therefore, our school follow the National Curriculum in all subjects. Science is a compulsory subject and biology is taught from Year 7. The human body and its function will be taught (including reproduction), and the prescribed science textbooks will be used. The teachers’ will explain, in a dignified manner, the creation and function of man from our Creator, using the Islamic perspective.

8. All students must respect teachers. Students displaying bad behaviour maybe suspended or expelled from school.

9. No mobile phones or cameras are allowed on the school premises. Strong disciplinary action will be taken against any student who abuses this rule, including expulsion.

10. Holidays during term time must not be booked before requesting the school’s permission for leave of absence. Kindly refer to the ‘Leave of Absence Policy’ for guidance.  Year 10 and Year 11 (writing final GCSE exams), will not be granted leave of absence under any circumstances.

11. Students are not allowed to leave the school building without the Head Teacher’s authorisation.

12. If parents want to take their daughter/s from school, they will have to inform the school in advance.  If students have a medical appointment, proof will have to be presented.

13. Parents and visitors who visit the school are required to conduct themselves in a dignified and courteous manner. Any abusive, argumentative or threatening behaviour towards any member of staff or Board of Governors will not be tolerated and will result in your immediate expulsion from the Institution.

14. If students have a compliant about any teacher, the parents are requested to make an appointment to see the Head Teacher who will first try to solve the problem. If parents are not content with the outcome, they can refer the issue to the Board of Governors in writing, and thereafter, the Governors will try to deal with it in a just manner.

15. Students will wear their school uniform with respect and no graffiti marks are allowed on the uniform and it cannot be worn torn in any places. School shoes will be low-heeled. 

16. Parents and Guardians should take an active interest in the welfare of the school and try to help its running in any way possible.

17. If any furniture or facilities are broken or damaged by any students, the parents will be held responsible and will be required to pay for any damage caused.
